Secretary Gotabhaya Rajapakse, Lt.Gen. Fonseka, and Basil Rajapakse.  
 

The commentary was authored by Bruce Fein, a Washington attorney and former Deputy 

Associate Attorney General under President Donald Reagan. 

 

Full text of the article follows: 

Bosnia has its Radovan Karadzic, Sudan has its Omar Bashir and 

the United States could have its Gotabhaya Rajapaksa. He is a 

United States citizen serving as Sri Lanka's Sinhala Buddhist 

defense secretary who may be complicit in an ongoing genocide against Sri Lanka's Tamils. 

 

While Mr. Rajapaksa enjoys a presumption of innocence, the United States should be 

investigating to ensure it is as scrupulous in genocide enforcement as is expected of foreign 

governments. 

 

Until Mr. Karadzic's recent capture by Serbia, the United States had imposed economic sanctions 

against the Serbian government for noncooperation with the International Criminal Tribunal. An 

additional earmark of United States abhorrence of genocide is the Office of Special 

Investigations (OSI) in the U.S. Justice Department. It is tasked to investigate individuals 

complicit in Nazi-sponsored acts of persecution who subsequently entered the United States by 

fraud. The guilty are denaturalized or deported. 

 

The OSI would thus be well suited to lead a genocide investigation of the defense secretary. The 

United States criminal code prohibits the crime, wherever perpetrated, by a United States 

national, green-card holder or any other person found or brought into the country. 

 

Adolf Hitler's "Mein Kampf" featuring anti-Jewish diatribes previewed the Holocaust. The 

parallel political dynamic at work in Sri Lanka is the Buddhist Mahavamsa combined with 

Buddhist monk teachings that non-Buddhist Tamils must be exterminated to honor Buddha's 

vision of an ethnically pure Sri Lankan state. As recently as July 20, 2008, AFP news service 

quoted Mr. Rajapaksa's close colleague, Lt. Gen. Sarath Fonseka, as describing Sri Lanka as a 

"Sinhala nation" to the exclusion of Tamils. That exclusionary concept is reminiscent of Hitler's 

ambition to make Nazi Germany "judenfrei," or free of Jews. And just as Hitler's Waffen SS was 

pure Aryan, the Rajapksa-Fonseka Sri Lankan armed forces are virtually pure Sinhala. 

 

An investigation of Defense Secretary Rajapaksa would seem amply justified by the benchmarks 

of the Karadzic or Bashir indictment or arrest warrant. All three are potentially culpable under 

the time-honored doctrine of command responsibility. Generally speaking, it imposes criminal 

liability on government superiors who either knew or had reason to know of war crimes by 

subordinates and neglected to take reasonable measures to prevent or to punish the perpetrators. 

 

Mr. Karadzic confronts a trial for, among other things, genocide of thousands of Bosnian 

Muslims at Srebrenica before the International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia. On 

July 14, 2008, Luis Moreno-Ocampo, prosecutor of the International Criminal Court, applied for 

an arrest warrant against President Bashir. The application accused him of genocide by killing,

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raping and starving members of the Fur, Masalit and Zaghawa ethnic groups. 

 

The prosecutor specially emphasized that President Bashir "denies victims [of genocide] access 

to the criminal justice system, while using the system against those who did not comply with his 

genocidal orders. [He] protects, promotes and provides impunity to his subordinates, in order to 

secure their willingness to continue committing crimes. He could authorize investigations of 

members of the armed and security forces, but the only officers investigated are those who refuse 

to participate in crimes." Prosecutor Moreno-Ocampo concluded: "Al Bashir's motive was 

control of power. His pretext was a 'counterinsurgency.' His intent was genocide." 

 

There is reason to believe that Gotabhaya Rajapaksa has been complicit in a Srebrenica-like 

genocide or worse against Sri Lanka's Tamils on the installment plan. Since entering office in 

November 2005, he has been witness to the extrajudicial killings of more than 1,500 Tamils, 

torture, scores of kidnappings, countless arbitrary detentions and displacement of more than 

250,000, a staggering percentage of Tamils who have not fled abroad seeking asylum. The Asian 

Human Rights Commission reported on Feb. 2, 2007: "A disappearance every five hours [in Sri 

Lanka] is a result of a deliberate removal of all legal safeguards against illegal detention, murder 

and illegal disposal of bodies." 

 

The U.S. State Department's 2007 human rights report on Sir Lanka elaborated: "[T]he 

overwhelming majority of victims of human rights violations, such as killings and 

disappearances, were young male Tamils. Credible reports cited unlawful killings by government 

agents, assassinations by unknown perpetrators, politically motivated killings and child soldier 

recruitment by paramilitary forces associated with the government, disappearances, [and] 

arbitrary arrests and detentions. ... By year's end, extrajudicial killings occurred in Jaffna on a 

daily basis and allegedly perpetrated by military intelligence units or associated paramilitaries." 

 

There has not been a single prosecution for these crimes. Indeed, in the entire 60-year history of 

the Sinhala-Buddhist dominated governments in Sri Lanka, no crime against a Tamil has ever 

been punished - a grisliness that apes Hitler's impunity for Nazi crimes against Jews. 

 

The United States cannot credibly berate other countries over lax assistance in genocide 

prosecutions if does not meticulously enforce its own genocide prohibitions. Gotabhaya 

Rajapaksa deserves a presumption of innocence. An investigation could exonerate him of 

criminality. But both direct and circumstantial evidence militate in favor of taking at hard look at 

what has been done and is being done to Sri Lanka's Tamils.

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GoSL suspends postal service to Vanni 

[TamilNet, Sunday, 17 August 2008, 16:40 GMT] 

Government of Sri Lanka (GoSL) has suspended postal service to Vanni since 8 August, 

completely cutting off all communications between Vanni and other districts. The GoSL 

had already suspended telephone connections with Vanni and the suspension of postal 

service has effectively isolated the LTTE controlled area in Vanni. People displaced in their 

thousands are undergoing innumerable hardships due to lack of food, shelter and medicine 

in Vanni and are unable to contact their relatives or friends outside Vanni.  
 

Postal service to the government and non-governmental organizations has also been suspended. 

 

The GoSL has cut off the CDMA phone connections in Vavuniyaa and Mannaar districts two 

months ago and then suspended the telephone connections to Vann in order to keep the outer 

world from learning of the suffering of people in Vanni, the sources added. 

 

Meanwhile, Government Agent (GA) Kiôlinochchi district expressed the difficulty they 

experience in administrative affairs without phones, in the meeting held to discuss the issue of 

lack of essential food, medicine and other items in Vanni. 

 

Previously, postal bags were brought from Vavuniyaa daily to the nine post-offices in 

Kiôlinochchi district and the postal bags from Vanni were taken back to Vavuniyaa the same day. 

 

The GA further said that he has explained the importance of telephone service to the government 

authorities. Phone connections to the District Secretariat have also been cut off. 

 

Moreover, there is an acute of shortage of liquid money in the branches of Ceylon Bank, 

Peopleôs Bank and National Savings Bank in Vanni and only an amount of Rs. 500,000 to Rs. 

100,000 is being allowed to be withdrawn. 

 

The officials transporting money from Vavyniyaa to Vanni being reluctant to engage in the 

transportation due to Claymore attacks has caused the shortage of liquid money. 

 

Western Union too has not been able to deliver money to Vanni in due time because of the 

suspended telephone services.  
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SLN attacks fishermen in Mullaiththeevu, Vadamaraadchi East seas 

[TamilNet, Friday, 29 August 2008, 04:51 GMT] 

Sri Lanka Navy (SLN) fleet of Dvora Fast Attack Crafts (FAC) opened fire Thursday 

morning around 6:00 a.m on fishermen engaged in fishing in the seas of Mullaiththeevu 

and on the coastal areas. Two fishermen narrowly escaped death while their boat was 

completely destroyed, sources in Mullaiththeevu said. Meanwhile SLN staged a similar 

attack on fishermen fishing in Vadamaraadchi east seas.  
 

Fishermen Mohanathas and Nesan, fishing in Mullaiththeevu sea narrowly escaped death as they 

jumped into the sea but their boat was completely destroyed. 

 

The two fishermen managed to swim back to the shore unhurt. 

 

The other fishermen too rushed to the shore abandoning their fishing gears. 

 

The fishermenôs huts and boats on the shore were damaged in the SLN attack. 

 

Though SLN Dvora FACs launched a similar attack at the same time Thursday on the fishermen 

in Vadamaraadch east sea no one was hurt and there were no damages to their properties.  

  

 

 

Russian President justifies independence for South Ossetia, Abkhazia

Explaining his governmentôs decision to recognise the independence of South Ossetia and 

Abkhazia, the President of Russia, Dmitry Medvedev, said in an op-ed in the Financial 

Times newspaper: ñNot all of the worldôs nations have their own statehood. Many exist 

happily within boundaries shared with other nations. The Russian Federation is an 

example of largely harmonious coexistence by many dozens of nations and nationalities. 

But some nations find it impossible to live under the tutelage of another. Relations between 

nations living 'under one roof' need to be handled with the utmost sensitivity.ò  
 

The full text of Mr. Medvedevôs article follows: 

 

On Tuesday Russia recognised the independence of the territories of South Ossetia and 

Abkhazia. It was not a step taken lightly, or without full consideration of the consequences. But 



all possible outcomes had to be weighed against a sober understanding of the situation ï the 

histories of the Abkhaz and Ossetian peoples, their freely expressed desire for independence, the 

tragic events of the past weeks and international precedents for such a move. 

 

Not all of the worldôs nations have their own statehood. Many exist happily within boundaries 

shared with other nations. The Russian Federation is an example of largely harmonious 

coexistence by many dozens of nations and nationalities. But some nations find it impossible to 

live under the tutelage of another. Relations between nations living ñunder one roofò need to be 

handled with the utmost sensitivity.  

 

After the collapse of communism, Russia reconciled itself to the ñlossò of 14 former Soviet 

republics, which became states in their own right, even though some 25m Russians were left 

stranded in countries no longer their own. Some of those nations were unable to treat their own 

minorities with the respect they deserved. Georgia immediately stripped its ñautonomous 

regionsò of Abkhazia and South Ossetia of their autonomy. 

 

Can you imagine what it was like for the Abkhaz people to have their university in Sukhumi 

closed down by the Tbilisi government on the grounds that they allegedly had no proper 

language or history or culture and so did not need a university? The newly independent Georgia 

inflicted a vicious war on its minority nations, displacing thousands of people and sowing seeds 

of discontent that could only grow. These were tinderboxes, right on Russiaôs doorstep, which 

Russian peacekeepers strove to keep from igniting. 

 

But the west, ignoring the delicacy of the situation, unwittingly (or wittingly) fed the hopes of 

the South Ossetians and Abkhazians for freedom. They clasped to their bosom a Georgian 

president, Mikheil Saakashvili, whose first move was to crush the autonomy of another region, 

Adjaria, and made no secret of his intention to squash the Ossetians and Abkhazians. 

 

Meanwhile, ignoring Russiaôs warnings, western countries rushed to recognise Kosovoôs illegal 

declaration of independence from Serbia. We argued consistently that it would be impossible, 

after that, to tell the Abkhazians and Ossetians (and dozens of other groups around the world) 

that what was good for the Kosovo Albanians was not good for them. In international relations, 

you cannot have one rule for some and another rule for others. 

 

Seeing the warning signs, we persistently tried to persuade the Georgians to sign an agreement 

on the non-use of force with the Ossetians and Abkhazians. Mr Saakashvili refused. On the night 

of August 7-8 we found out why. 

 

Only a madman could have taken such a gamble. Did he believe Russia would stand idly by as 

he launched an all-out assault on the sleeping city of Tskhinvali, murdering hundreds of peaceful 

civilians, most of them Russian citizens? Did he believe Russia would stand by as his 

ñpeacekeepingò troops fired on Russian comrades with whom they were supposed to be 

preventing trouble in South Ossetia? 

 

Russia had no option but to crush the attack to save lives. This was not a war of our choice. We 

have no designs on Georgian territory. Our troops entered Georgia to destroy bases from which 



the attack was launched and then left. We restored the peace but could not calm the fears and 

aspirations of the South Ossetian and Abkhazian peoples ï not when Mr Saakashvili continued 

(with the complicity and encouragement of the US and some other Nato members) to talk of 

rearming his forces and reclaiming ñGeorgian territoryò. The presidents of the two republics 

appealed to Russia to recognise their independence. 

 

A heavy decision weighed on my shoulders. Taking into account the freely expressed views of 

the Ossetian and Abkhazian peoples, and based on the principles of the United Nations charter 

and other documents of international law, I signed a decree on the Russian Federationôs 

recognition of the independence of South Ossetia and Abkhazia. I sincerely hope that the 

Georgian people, to whom we feel historic friendship and sympathy, will one day have leaders 

they deserve, who care about their country and who develop mutually respectful relations with 

all the peoples in the Caucasus. Russia is ready to support the achievement of such a goal.  

  

 

 

STF, police torture, forcibly drown Tamil youth in Batticaloa

Special Task Force (STF) commandos and policemen forcibly drowned Friday around 6:50 

a.m in Urukaamam Punnaikuôlam lake in Velaaveôli police division in Batticaloa district, a 

Tamil youth arrested by STF commandos five days ago after having tortured him, 

residents in Urukaamam alleged. STF claimed that the youth was a member of Liberation 

Tigers of Tamil Eelam (LTTE) and that they had recovered a pistol and a hand grenade 

from him, the sources added.  
 

The victim was identified as Thambiappa Kannan. 

 

The STF commandos and policemen, who led Kannan handcuffed Friday, to recover a cache of 

weapons in Paduvaankarai, through the lake in Urukaamam, had forcibly drowned the youth in 

the centre of the lake, the sources added. 

 

Kannanôs body, recovered by STF commandos and policemen, was handed over to 

Kaôluvangnchchikkudi Base Hospital. 

 

No one had claimed to take over the body due to fear of harassment and possible charges against 

them by the security forces. 

 

Batticloa magistrate said that the killed youth was a member of the LTTE and he had drowned 

while trying to disclose more evidence to the STF and Police. 

 

This killing took place 45 km south of Batticaloa town.  



  

 

 

Jaffna youth reported missing in Dehiwala

Thirty year old Naranarayasinghan Loganthan, a native of Punaalai in Jaffna district and 

resident of Dehiwala in Colombo district was reported missing since July 17, according to a 

belated complaint lodged with the Human Rights Commission of Sri Lanka (HRCSL) and 

Civil Monitoring Committee by his sister Vijeyaluxmy on Thursday, sources said.  
 

He had been running a communication centre and a video centre along Galle Road in Dehiwala. 

He had closed his business establishments for the day and left for his residence located along 

Urban Side Road in Dehiwala around 10.20 p.m. But he didn't reach home. A complaint in this 

regard was made to the Dehiwala Police, according to Ms. Vijeyaluxmy.  

  

 

Male corpse washed ashore on Naavatkuôli beach in Thenmaraadchi

Sri Lanka Army (SLA) soldiers in their sentry post on Naavatkuôli coast on finding a male 

corpse of a youth with gun shot wounds washed ashore Thursday night handed it to 

Chaavakachcheari police. The youth may have been killed in the clashes heard on the 

Front Defence Line (FDL) areas in Thanangkiôlappu and Kokilakkaôndi in Thenmaradchi 

the day before, Naavatkuôli residents said.  

 

The body, clad in a pair of shorts and blue T-shirt, appeared to be that of a male between 20 to 

25 years of age. 

 

Chaavakachcheari police handed over the body to Jaffna Teaching Hospital mortuary for 

identification. 

6 Tamil youths of north arrested in Nuwara Eliya 

[TamilNet, Saturday, 23 August 2008, 21:10 GMT] 

Six Tamil youths, residents of Maangku'lam and Ki'llinochchi in Vanni and Nelliyadi in 

Jaffna district, arrested on August 19 while residing in a rented out house located in Elgin 

area in Nuwara Eliya-Lindula police division are being held in detention in the police 



station under the Prevention of Terrorism Act (PTA), Police said.  
 

The owner of the house who is a UNP councilor of the Nuwara Eliya Pradeshiya Saba had been 

subjected to interrogation by the Terrorist Intelligence Division of the police. 

 

The police said they arrested the suspects on a report from the home guards in the area that they 

could be members of the LTTE. 

 

Meanwhile, a former member of the Nuwara Eliya who is a resident in Kandapola village 

arrested some days ago is still being held in detention under the PTA, according to Nuwara Eliya 

Senior Superintendent of Police, Gamini Maturata.  

  

 

45 disappear in Jaffna in 8 months 

[TamilNet, Friday, 22 August 2008, 16:26 GMT] 

Statistics gathered by Government and Non-government humanitarian organizations in 

Jaffna revealed that more than 45 persons, most of them less than 30-years old, had gone 

missing in the first eight months of 2008, sources in Jaffna said. Meanwhile, during a 

meeting held Sunday with SLA Jaffna Commander in Kaangkeasanththuôrai, 

representatives of civil society organizations accused Sri Lanka Army (SLA) for the 

worsening human rights situation, for imposing undue restrictions on travel, interference 

in civil administration, and for placing harsh restrictions on fishing affecting livelihoods of 

many fishermen, attendees to the meeting said.  
 

Heads of families were the second highest number among those disappeared during last eight 

months, the reports said. 

 

The number of persons from Jaffna who had disappeared in Colombo and other districts has 

escalated, and the humanitarian organizations are compiling registered complaints and associated 

details of the disappearances, the sources added. 

 

More than 135 persons from Jaffna had disappeared in the last two years in Colombo and other 

districts, according to the humanitarian organizations. 

 

The civil society leaders proposed an arrangement to ease the burden on fisher familes where 

fishermen in groups, are allowed to fish in the islet seas of Pungkudutheevu, Vealaônai, the jetty 

area near Oorkaavattuôrai Kaônônakai Amman Koayialadi. 

 

The SLA commander agreed to consider the proposal after consulting Sri Lanka Navy (SLN) 

authorities in the peninsula, attendees said.  

  



 

25 Tamil civilians arrested in Puththa'lam, Badulla 

[TamilNet, Thursday, 21 August 2008, 16:22 GMT] 

35 people including 25 Tamil civilians were taken into custody in two separate cordon and 

search operations conducted by the police with the assistance of the Sri Lanka Army and 

civil volunteer groups in Badulla and Puththa'lam on Tuesday and Wednesday. Five Tamil 

youths were arrested in Badulla police division on Tuesday evening and 30 persons 

including 20 Tamils were arrested in Puththalam police division. The search operation 

conducted in Puththa'lam commenced on Tuesday night and concluded on Wednesday, 

civil sources said.  
 

Arrested Tamil civilians now detained in the Puththa'lam police station. 

 

The rest of them arrested in Puththa'lam had been from the majority community and had 

committed criminal offences in the area and evading arrest.  

  

 

 

 

 

Tamil man reported missing in Vavuniyaa

A 30-year-old Tamil man was reported missing in Cheddikku'lam in Vavuniyaa division 

since Thursday, according to a complaint lodged with the Cheddikku'lam police by his 

mother Monday.  
 

Thillaiyampalam Thillairasa left home to buy some provision from the co-operative society in 

the area, according to his mother. He failed to return home thereafter.  

 

Later, she came to know that her son had been forcibly taken by unidentified men in their motor 

bike while he was returning home. She said her son had no connection with political movements 

or any other organizations.  

  

 

 



22 Tamils arrested in Gampaha 

[TamilNet, Monday, 18 August 2008, 10:34 GMT] 

Twenty nine Tamil civilians were arrested in a cordon and search operation conducted in 

Gampaha police division from Saturday night till Sunday morning around 9:00 a.m., 

according to the Sri Lankan Police. Most of them had been working in shops and other 

institutions. Some had come from Northern Province and Eastern Province but others are 

Up-Country Tamils.  
 

About 250 houses and business establishments were searched and the occupants were subjected 

to severe interrogation to ascertain whether they had given accommodation to strangers. 

 

About two hundred vehicles were stopped and searched during the operation.  

 

Police said Tamil civilians arrested had failed to prove their identity and also to provide 

satisfactory reason for their stay in the location. They would be produced in court on the 

completion of the inquiry and are being detained in Gampaha police station.  

  

 

Ministry stops English training for Tamil teachers in South 

[TamilNet, Wednesday, 13 August 2008, 11:20 GMT] 

Sri Lanka's Education Ministry has decided not to enroll Tamil teachers from the 

NorthEast to English Teacher Training College in Maharagama and Kalutara for English 

Language training when the courses recommence on September 1. Only Sinhalese teachers 

are to be admitted in these education institutions in future, according to education officials.  

 

Tamil teachers who have been selected for English Language training course from the NorthEast 

in future would have to undergo such training in the NorthEast and not in the south, according to 

ministry's decision.  

 

Tamil teachers selected from the districts of Mullaitheivu and Killinochchi are to be admitted to 

the Vavuniyaa Teacher Training College and Tamil teachers from the eastern province are to be 

admitted in the Batticaloa Teacher Training College, sources said. 

 

The ministry's decision came in the wake of arrest of two Tamil teachers who were enrolled in 

Maharagama English Teacher Training College in the month of June on suspicion that they were 

involved in terrorist activity.

SLA shelling targets another hospital zone in Vanni, IDP killed

Sri Lanka Army (SLA) launched an artillery attack targeting the area near Akkaraayan 

hospital, Vanneari and Aanaivizhunthaan in the Karaichchi division of Ki'linochchi 

district Friday evening around 6:30 p.m., killing a 49-year-old internally displaced person 

from Mannaar, who was residing in Vanneari. The attack on IDP settlement has caused the 

IDPs temporarily residing in the area to flee the area again.

Sinnaththamby Arulanantham, 49, was killed on the spot at Vannearikku'lam where three 

artillery shells hit the location of an IDP settlement.  

 

Meanwhile, two artillery shells hit the grounds 400 meters near the Akkaraayan hospital. Two

2 female corpses recovered in Thenmaraadchi 

[TamilNet, Sunday, 10 August 2008, 17:08 GMT] 

Kodikaamam police, directed by Chaavakachcheari magistrate, handed over two female 

bodies to Jaffna Teaching Hospital Sunday evening for identification. Sri Lanka Army 
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(SLA) troops in Kiôlaali Front Defence Line (FDL) positions in Thenmaraadchi had 

handed over the two bodies to the police claiming that they belonged to two female 

combatants of the Liberation Tigers of Tamil Eelam (LTTE), the police said.  
 

The two killed were LTTE female combatants of the LTTE Deep Penetration Unit (DPU) who 

had tried to enter SLA FDL areas in Kiôlaali, residents in Thenmaraadchi said. 

 

Large scale clashes were heard Sunday around 4:00 a.m in Kiôlaali SLA FDL positions and the 

two female combatants must have been killed while trying to penetrate into SLA area, they 

further said. 

 

The two bodies handed over to Jaffna Teaching Hospital mortuary appear to be around 20 years 

old and one of them is clad in LTTE combat uniform while the other in ordinary dress, hospital 

sources said. 

 

The bodies will be kept in the mortuary for five days for identification. 

 

A request is extended by hospital authorities to help identify the two bodies.

Teacher, mother killed, SLAF bombers target settlement, irrigation tank 

[TamilNet, Saturday, 09 August 2008, 15:13 GMT] 

A 46-year-old teacher and a 35-year-old mother succumbed to their wounds at 

Puthukkudiyiruppu hospital, where six wounded civilians were admitted Saturday 

morning after an air-strike by the Sri Lanka Air Force (SLAF) at 10:00 a.m. A 2-month-

old baby narrowly escaped death. The indiscriminate bombardment has destroyed more 

than 10 houses. The bombers also targeted an irrigation tank in Visuvamadu. Tension 

prevails in Mullaiththeevu district as the Sri Lankan military has stepped up artillery and 

aerial attacks targeting populated areas and basic civilian facilities.  
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One of the civilian houses damaged in SLAF airstrike. 

 

 

Two SLAF bombers targeted the densely populated Ira'naippaalai located along the 

Puthukkudiyiruppu - Maaththa'lan Road in Mullaiththeevu district with at least 12 bombs, 

according to medical sources. 

 

The teacher who succumbed to his injuries was identified as S. Thayaparan, a father of six. The 

other victim was K. Pasunkani, a mother of two.  

 

The wounded civilians were identified as T. Suvaitha, 18, P. Rahini, 32, Vijayakumar, 39 and S. 

Moniya, 25.  

 

After attacking the Ira'naippaalai settlement, the SLAF bombers targeted an irrigation tank and 

the cultivation field surrounding the tank at Visuvamadu, causing damage to the anicut. No 

civilian casualties were reported in the second attack in which 12 bombs were dropped.

HRW: Tissanayagam's detention violates international law 

[TamilNet, Friday, 08 August 2008, 11:03 GMT] 

Expressing deep concern at Sri Lanka Government's "disregard for Sri Lankan and 

international law," the Human Rights Watch (HRW), a New York based rights watchdog, 

in a press release issued Friday said, Tissainayagam and two others arrested by Sri 

Lanka's Terrrorism Investigation Division (TID) "ha ve spent more than 150 days in 

custody, yet no charges have been filed and no evidence of any crime has been produced...If 

the authorities have no credible basis to charge Tissainayagam and the two others, they 

should be immediately released.ò  
 

"The government has yet to provide reasons why the three were detained. Tissainayagam has 

been critical of the government on many issues. At the time of his arrest, government sources 

suggested that he may have connections to the armed separatist Liberation Tigers of Tamil 

Eelam (LTTE), but have produced no evidence of this.  

 

"Reports have suggested that Jasiharan and Valarmathy were detained due to their connections to 

Tissainayagam. Journalists and others who are vocal critics of the government are often accused 

of having links with the LTTE and branded as traitors and terrorists," the release said. 
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Expressing broad concern on the lack of due process, "independence and impartiality" of 

Attorney General's department, HRW added, "[n]one of the three detainees has had adequate 

access to counsel. Tissainayagam has been allowed visits by his lawyers only twice. On both 

occasions, police officers were present during the discussions, violating his right to communicate 

and consult with a lawyer in full confidentiality." 

 

ñThe attorney general should release the three, instead of continuing to violate their rights under 

domestic and international law,ò said Brad Adams, Asia director at Human Rights Watch, 

adding, ñ[b]y detaining a prominent government critic without charge, he [AG] is seriously 

risking the credibility of his office.ò

Child killed, Mullaiththeevu GA wounded in  SLA shelling 

[TamilNet, Friday, 08 August 2008, 05:54 GMT] 

Sri Lanka Army (SLA) launched an indiscriminate artillery barrage in the early hours of 

Friday. Official residences of Mullaiththeevu District Secretary (Government Agent) and 

the doctors of Mullaiththeevu hospital, located inside the hospital premises were hit by the 

shelling. The artillery barrage killed an 18-month-old baby and caused injuries to 16 

civilians, including the GA, Ms. Imelda Sukumar, who was at her official residence and 

Medical Superintendent Dr. V. Shanmugarajah's wife, hospital officials told TamilNet. 

Meanwhile, the Director of LTTE's Peace Secretariat S. Puleedevan, blamed the Sri 

Lankan government for repeatedly violating the Geneva Conventions during its offensive.

Mr. Puleedevan, when contacted by TamilNet, condemned the Sri Lankan government for 

violating the Conventions by 'deliberate and direct targeting' of civilian hospital premises and the 

residences of its own officials who were also responsible for the humanitarian assistance and 

monitoring in the district. 

 

According to medical officials in the area, the injured government agent and others were 

admitted to Puthukkudiyiruppu hospital. Mrs. Sukumar is out of danger.  

 



One child and four females wounded in SLA shelling in Mullaiththeevu were transferred to 

Vavuniyaa hospital around 5:00 p.m. on Friday. 

 

Many civilians were seen moving from the area after the SLA barrage, which was launched from 

Ma'nalaa'ru (Weli Oya) area where the SLA on Thursday attempted to advance on five fronts.
